Special resolution to alter the rules of the
League of Silent Flight of Australia Incorporated.
Notice is given that a motion will be put at the 5 October 2013 annual general meeting to pass as a Special Resolution.
That the Association adopt the ‘Rules of the League of Silent Flight of Australia Incorporated (August 2013)’
Background:
A new legislative framework for incorporated associations in Victoria came into effect on 26 November 2012. The framework included: a new act ‐ the Associations Incorporation Reform Act 2012, new regulations ‐ the Associations Incorporation Reform Regulations 2012, and new model rules for incorporated associations. 
There are now new items that each association's rules must address. These include:

· the association's name and purposes

· members’ rights and obligations

· procedures for resignation and cessation of membership

· the process for appointment and termination of the secretary

· preparing and keeping minutes of general and committee meetings

· enabling members to access minutes of general meetings, including financial statements submitted at a general meeting

· right of members’ access (if any is specified in the rules) to committee meeting minutes.
All associations were given the option of adopting the new Model Rules or modifying their existing rules to comply with the Act. 
The Registrar of Incorporated Associations has also decided to reduce or waive the fee for an association to alter its rules during a 12-month transitional period. Until 26 November 2013, there will be no fee for associations applying to adopt the new model ruels; and the fee for applying to change an association's rules will be reduced from $156.60 to $75.20.
The Committee believed that the Association’s existing rules contained certain rules that it would want to see carried forward and others that could be dropped as being no longer relevant.   The committee has prepared a draft, which is now presented to the members for consideration.
Method:
The Old Rules (Rules of the Association on Incorporation August 1996) were compared with the new Model Rules. Each of the old rules was checked off with the new Model Rules to establish if the subject matter was included, albeit using different words. In some cases the New Model rule was replaced and in others simply amended.
The ‘Rules of the League of Silent Flight of Australia Incorporated (August 2013)’ are the end result of that work. A copy of the old rules and new rules are available on request or can be viewed at http://www.lsfaustralia.org.au.

Associations using their own rules

If your association uses its own rules (that is, not the model rules), these continue to be valid, but once members decide to make any changes, the rules must also address every item required under the new laws. Some consequences of the changes for associations using their own rules are set out on our How your existing own rules are affected page.

In the meantime, if there is an inconsistency between your association's existing rules and the new Act, the requirements of the new Act apply.

Note: until 26 November 2013, the fee for adopting model rules has been waived (where there are no changes to the association's existing purposes or financial year end date) and the fee for an association changing its rules has been reduced to $75.20.

Associations using model rules

If your association uses model rules, it should review these to determine if they are suitable for its purposes. The number of rules has increased from 36 to 77, as explained on our Changes to the model rules page. If your association does not notify us about its rules by 26 November 2013, its current rules will automatically be replaced with the new model rules.

If your association does notify us, it can:



switch to the new model rules earlier



create its own rules.
The new model rules address all items the new Act requires to be included in the rules. If your current rules do not address all the items required by the new Act, the relevant provision of the new model rules addressing that item is deemed to be included in your current rules.
