ARTICLE VII i NATIONAL CHAPTERS

Section 7 T The LSF member population of any nation may petition the LSF Executive
Board for recognition as a National Chapter. The petition must include the name, address,
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LSF Member Number and signature of at least fifteen (15) Members, a copy of the Bylaws
proposed for the Chapter, and identification of the Chairman pro tem.

The LSF Story
By Scott Christensen, LSF 001
(Written in 1988, and submitted by Bob Steele, President of the LSF
and as it appeared in R/C Soaring Digest, December 1997)

Genesis

Soaring,as an activity within the R/C community, in the mid to late 60's, was ivery
interesting. Believe it or not, R/C soaring had been around a long time up to that point, but had
never really "caught on". There was probably soaring activity going on in adotas of the U.S,
as well as Europe, but this activity tended to be fairly low key and was reported in the magazines
only sporadically.

However, designs were being developed, contests were being held, and this momentum of
activity was beginning to be perted on in the magazines. Fortunately, for the as yet to be formed
LSF, some welplaced individuals were taking an active interest in R/C soaring, and were in a
position to report on this activity in the modelling press. Two of these individuals Jeeng
Nelson and Ken Willard. As fate would have it, these two gentlemen would later play an important
role in getting the LSF into national prominence, and keeping it there for a reasonable amount of
incubation time.

| had lived in and around the Sarakcisco Bay Area since my discharge from the Air Force
in 1965. At that time, | moved to San Jose and started my new job with Fairchild Semiconductor in
Mountain View. Geographically, all of the lower San Francisco Bay communities were close to
each otheand it was possible to meet the people from all of these areas at a single flying site.
Flying sites for R/C thermal duration sailplanes per se, did not exist. What you had to do was find a
site that was far enough away from other, powered R/C actsatgs not to create a conflict of any
kind. Fortunately, there was just such a site in San Jose: Del Mar High School. It was at this site,
in 1967, that | met and flew with Duane Hyer, Keith Brewster, and Le Gray. The four of us had a
lot in common interms of model aircraft backgrounds, but most importantly, we got along very
well and quickly became good friends. There were several other "Del Mar regulars" Who§ along
with the four of us, gathered every weekend to fly.

Most designs being flown in tee days were scratdfuilt, due to the fact that there just Was
not much available commercially. It came down to the Kurwi (a great airplane) and some |mported
kits, primarily Wik, that flew OK, but were not all that easy to build. In short, it was cacbrin
heavy design activity, essentially no classes of models, and very embiyoaicontests. f

During this time, at the Del Mar High School site, we were busy "malkrigand flying our;
own contests. We even had our own winch. In those days, the watocated directly upwind
of the pilot, 300 to 400 yards away, and was operated by a fellow who "stood winch duty" t;hrough
one complete rotation of pilots present. He was then replaced by the next guy in rotation; and so
forth. The winch was a simplev®lt affair, using a car starter motor and a homemadeitadmmé
with heavy phenolic sides. Most significantly, there was no-anooind: the winch and its operator
were very remote from the pilot, and all start/stop signals to the operator were ﬂejaﬂags,é
waved by yet a third individual, who stood near the pilot! If the-amound system had been
invented, this bit of technology had not yet made it to the Bay Area. Compounding all of these
launch procedures and requirements was the fact thawveve all completely convinced that the
safest way to get a sailplane into the air was with an R.O.G. launch!

The contests themselves consisted of literally staying up the longest and landing the alrplane
back on the same field. Your time started whearyhand let go of the model, and stopped vv;hen
the model touched the ground. (Yes, your time on the winch, during launch, counted in your flight
time. | can recall even doing a few rudimentary "cromsntry” type contests, where you Iaunc@ed
your modelwere given a period of time to find lift, and then declared your proposed flight distance
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from the field. So, say you launched your model, a few minutes later found some lift (always
surprise), started climbing and, at the end of, say five nsragked to declare your distance. Y
looked at your model's altitude, figured you could safely get a half mile away and still get b
declared "1/2 mile". You were led over to the back of someone's grungypitlck, deposited i
the back, and #hdriver took off, using the odometer to determine the intended 1/2 mile. Th
more than often done without any regard to wind direction or-pelated input. Once the driv
was 1/2 mile away, he stopped the vehicle, stepped out, and becaméntees wo the outwar
bound aircraft actually passing overhead. Another variation was to see who could fly th
"laps" between the winch location and the pilot himself.

In all of this, we placed little, if any emphasis on landings, other than stiuldtat the
pilot had to land on the same field he took off from. The flying part of these contests had a
"sameness"” to them, and it was not very long before we all were searching for another aspe
flight that would be: a) prototypical,nd b) easily judged or measured. This quickly ruled
aerobatics (too subjective and not necessarily prototypical), limbo (Believe it or natagtised
but, only once, with disastrous results.), and spd&diks (Seemed like a good idea, until it w;
explained to people, at which time we figured there would be maybe two peoplaigftdry it.).
Somebody, | honestly don't remember who, came up with a "scale runway landing”, which
be the conclusion to each contestant's flight. This thing aidsout with two parallel lines, 12
apart, which were the 'edges' of the runway. The length of these lines was about 20'. At
that was required of the pilot was to land his airplane, right side up, inside of this 12
rectangle. If he di this, he'd be awarded another 30 seconds to his flight score. This who
proved both popular and a challenge, because all of these airplanes had a wheel on the b
the required R.O.G. takeffs! Well, it didn't take long for virtually eveone to learn how to lan
in this box, and we were just about back to square one.

Then, one day a great and simple truth struck us when one of us took off our flyir
threw it onto the grass, and announced, "For a quarter, I'll hit that hat!" Sowwedt@tk "You're
on," and literally put a quarter into the hat. The pilot didn't hit the hat, but the nose of his
came to rest within 6" of it!

What we had just seen was the birth (to the bes
knowledge) of the "spot landing”. Funny how things evolve though, because what really o
to all of us, when we viewed this scene, was a way to GAMBLE with our models!

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intense; money, regardless of the amount, does that, and the amount of money in the hat quickly

escalated. | recall completely cleaning the entire nose off of one of my sedpidoen | struck
hat filled with $22.75 in quarters! Clearly, things had gotten out of hantink that eventually it
was Le Gray who suggested that the "quarter thing"”, as he called it, had taken a bad turn,
perhaps, we should do away withbut keep the spot as a landing goal. This, coming from Le
quite a concession, because he still much preferred the more prototypical runway type |
which, he felt were more in keeping with fgltale soaring techniques. To understand this pd
view, you had to understand Le. Le took all of this very seriously, and to that end, de
gorgeous scalkke R/C sailplanes that were complete with wddine pilot busts, and alway
equipped with wheels. Many of these designs were publishddy@ may remember names st
as Wind Dancer from the dim past. At any rate, he never cared that much for the spot
concept, but never denied its usefulness as a learning tool and its popularity in contest situa

There is one other aspectRéC soaring back then that should be addressed, because i
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direct bearing on the eventual formation of the LSF. It was commonly believed and accepted, that
any R/C sailplane design could and would work with equal success on both the slope hed off t
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winch. On the surface, this belief should not surprise too many people because, as most of us know,
you can toss almost any thermal duration type of model off a reasonable slope, and fly it
successfully- no big deal. But, R/C aircraft designed speaify for slope soaring had not yet
come down the road as an accepted type of model. Therefore, at least in those days, and in that
area, airplanes that were slepgented only tended to be viewed as quite limited. Unless you:don't
know, all of that canged, and changed fairly quickly.
All of the fore-going (and much, much more) takes us happily into the fall of 1968, and the
soonto-befounded League of Silent Flight.

Formation of the League of Silent Flight

The summer and fall of 1968 proved to &&ery busy time for R/C sailplane enthusiasts.

At the Del Mar site, alone, contests could be enjoyed every weekend. Meanwhile, on the other side
of the Bay, in Livermore, Jerry Nelson was working with sailplane pilots in his area, and they too
were hotling a series of experimental contests. The interest in this type of flying was running high
and Jerry, rightfully, foresaw the need for the AMA to become involved in terms of formulating
National rules and, simply recognition of the activity by the AM&ince he was a member of
District X AMA Contest Board committee, he was in a good position to press the issue. To this
end, he setip a Special Interest Group, called the National Radio Control Soaring Somety, or
NRCSS.

Jerry held a contest at his father's ranch location in Livermore, California, on the weekend of
August 17-18, and it was at this time that the formation of the NRCSS was announced and
memberships were solicited. Membership was $5.00 and the promiséhatadRCSS would
represent R/C soaring to the AMA, and get the activity recognized. Jerry, along Witﬁn Dale
Willoughby, who was editor afephyr a publication devoted to only R/C soaring, volunteered:this
magazine to be the 'voice of the NRCSS". All aétient over quite well, and | recall virtual;iy
everyone joining on the spot. Soon, general publication of the formation of the NB@SSace!
in not only theZephyr but in more recognizable magazines, Medel Airplane News It was noté
very long béore the fledgling NRCSS was 'monied’ and had a reasonable membership. |

During this same summer and fall period of time, Le Gray, Duane Myer, Keith Bre\i/vster,
and myself began some serious talks about an R/C soaring program, of sorts, that would
approximatefull-scale soaring's Flight Achievement Program. This very successful pr(é)gram
worked within and throughout the full scale soaring community, and, in essence, memorialized an
individual's achievements in soaring, against a set of criteria. This prognalch fwe activelyé
pursued by anyone, regardless of club affiliation, etc. It awarded diamonds for each phase or level
of achievement, and was generally referred to as the "Diamond Program". The most irr§1portant
aspect of such a program, we felt, was thegation of theindividual This meant, to us, that
anyone, anywhere, regardless of club affiliation, country of origin, etc., could reap benefil‘és from
participating in such a program. What were these benefits? In order of importance, | think we saw
these as: 1) becoming a better pilot through participation, 2) being recognized for achieiaving a
given level of accomplishments, and 3) being a member of an organization which sought better
piloting, instead of endless funding. There was a kind of sinmpté tn all of this that really
appealed to us. We, as a group, set out to come up with such a program.

Most of our meetings took place at Le Gray's apartment in Sunnyvale. He was the only one
not married and so the timing of those meetings was muatr eAfe met a lot of times during the
fall of '68 and finally, in December, we'd hammered out the original five levels of what we icalled
the SOARING ACCOMPLISHMENT PROGRAM. A great deal of thought went into these levels,
because we wanted both a "doaljpedgram, as well as ehallengingprogram. We wanted one
level of achievement to give the participant a true level of accomplishment and to also pave the way
for participation in the next, even more challenging level. An interesting sidelight totlails avas
the fact that from a purely technical standpoint, we did not think that equipment existed,:at that
time, to complete the two higher levels! But, we felt that if the program really had merit and was to
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be truly challenging, individuals would for¢keir abilities and talents into these technical area
achieve these levels. Further, we felt that thedatl of some of these technical achievems
would have a direct benefit to R/C soaring in general. Lastly, we wanted these le
accompligment to create a true pyramid of membership. In other words, those people with

to do so would be able to make it to the top, but there would be darned few of them. The g
to set a standard of excellence that was so high that when yauotoam Level V pilot, you hac
automatic respect for both him and his abilities, not only as a pilot, but as a person. Looki
over the years, I'd have to say that the program did precisely what it initially set out to do.

All four of us were at alpce in our lives where we each had something to give ftc
program. It turns out that each of these things were critical to getting the program off the
and keeping it there.

Le Gray worked for United Technology Corp., in Sunnyvale. Le's job allasbout
technical writing, contractual | believe. This, plus Le's abiding love ofstidle, as well as R/
soaring, gave him the tools needed to finalize verbiage needed for the L.S.F.'s
Accomplishment Program. At our various meetings, Leld/dake copious notes on everythi
said, and would then have these formalized for our next session, and so forth. Le was also
"guider" of those meetings, always keeping us working towards the goal of creating
organization, as well as theggram.

Keith Brewster was a rugged individualist, with definite ideas on how things shot
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done, and who should do them. He was not wealthy, but had some money, could be counted to

"kick-in" now and then when we needed something. He loved R/C safpland even opened
hobby shop in Sunnyvale devoted to nothing but R/C sailplanes. He came up with his own
and even kitted a couple of them. He, like the rest of us, liked to compete.

Duane Hyer was the artist. He was employed at Sylvanidountain View as a graphic

artist. It is Duane who came up with the now famous L.S.F. logo. Duane was also an artist
came to modelling and | recall that every single model that he came up with was so outsta
workmanship that they put ewghing else to shame! Duane was a quiet type, never intereste
much in competition.

Once all of the various elements came together, and we had the ability to at least loc
real organisation, we made a PR mailing to virtually every magazine, magazine columnist,
oriented individuals ,and anyone else who we thought nlighhterested. The League of Silé
Flight became a reality with that mailing.

The mailing announcing the formation of the L.S.F. took place in January of 1969. L
of course, we passed out information to anyone who wanted it. In the meanwmaegbunch of
us, myself included, set out to achieve Level | of the program. Since the League's first
address was my house, | was going to be able to see if the mailing produced any results. B:
ever! We received a slew of what we edll"letters of intent”, and each of these was perso
answered by me, neatly typewritten on L.S.F. letterhead, with a Level | form included. W
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really paranoid in those days about doing everything "just so" in order to look as professional as

possble. | really think that it paid off in terms of people's belief in us as a viable organisation

In the meantime, | was fortunate in completing my Level | form rather quickly,
becoming the first legitimate L.S.F. "member"”, complete with the issuahdde firstever
membership card (which | still have)! | bought a yellow poplin jacket just for this occasior

Le Gray acted as the first "President” of the L.S.F., the othex @djd what they could, and
acted as the first "Secretary”. 1969 was the first real year for the L.S.F., and there were nc
officers, only volunteers. What a year it was for mail! | handled, as | recall, the first 200 asf
in terms of leter writing, phone calls, etc. | remember when we got our first "foreign” aspira
fella from Saskatoon, Canada. Man, we'd gone international! R/C soaring enthusiasts

came out of the woodwork; it seems that the program hit a real nerveasngreducing results.

Things were cooking right along, except it was becoming quickly clear that money was g
become an issue. Believe me, no one was getting paidatagas totally out of the question! N
we needed funds for more letterheaards, etc., plus funds for patches and other allied goodie
membership.

Right about this time, mid '69, we got a real break. At yet another contest, held
NRCSS group in Livermore, Jerry Nelson made a post contest announcement. He sadce
that the membership of the NRCSS could be served much better by the L.S.F., and that
recommending that all NRCSS support and funds be turned over to the League! He backe
with the same statements in his March 1970 "Soaring" colu®Ci. While the funding receive
was modest, it did put us in the black, again, and we were running to the point whe
organization grew sufficiently to allow elections and some real management.

The rest of the L.S.F. story is history, successfubhyst | think that the League did a lot f
a lot of individuals, without asking for money. It gave, continues to give, real goal
achievements to soaring pilots around the world and proved, to me at least, that the only w
something accompled is to do it yourself, be it flying or creating a viable organization. D
really work? To get that answer, I'd suggest talking with the latest pilot to achieve Level V,
latest pilot to achieve Level [; the sense of satisfaction and belteékiprogram should be simil
in both cases.

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The following are the Bylaws of the L.S.F. (U.S.A.) of 1 January 1970 which was
founded in 1969.

BYLAWS of THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT U.S.A.

ARTICLE | - NAME
Section 1 - The full and formal name of the organisation is: The League of Silent Flight.

Section 2 - The official abbreviation of the name is "LSF".

ARTICLE Il - EMBLEM and SEAL

Section 1 - The official emblem of the LSF is a stylized, in-flight bird, superimposed over
the uppercase, connecting letters "LSF". When the emblem is presented in colour, the
bird is white and the letters sky blue against a solid white or other light, neutral
background.

Section 2 - The official seal of the LSF incorporates the official emblem within a circle
which also contains the year of founding, 1969, centred above the emblem and the word
"SEAL" centred below the emblem.

ARTICLE Il - ADDRESS

Section 1 - The Permanent address of the LSF is P.O. Box 39068, Chicago, lllinois
60639.

Section 2 T A secondary and transitory address may be established as required by the
current President for his term of office.

ARTICLE IV - PURPOSE

Section 1 - The primary purpose of the LSF is to provide collective identification for active
radio control soaring enthusiasts throughout the world and to recognize individual
proficiency and accomplishment through a defined program of standard performance
criteria for radio controlled (R/C) model sailplanes.

Section 2 - The secondary purpose of the LSF is to foster and support all phases of
sporting and competitive activity for R/C model sailplanes; to encourage personal and
collective advancement in knowledge of aerodonetics and related arts and sciences; and
to promote general interest in soaring flight.

ARTICLE V - POLICY

Section 1 - The LSF shall be a voluntary association of individuals with common interests
and, as a philosophical conglomerate, shall levy no membership dues or fees, hold no
general meetings, assign no responsibilities and impose no obligation for membership
other than:-

(a) support of the philosophies and concepts set forth in these Bylaws, and

(b) active pursuit of R/C soaring proficiency.

Section 2 7 The LSF shall perform all official functions and provide all official services by
means of written communication.

Section 3 1 The LSF shall be a non-profit organisation supported by voluntary
contributions and by fees and charges for specific services and goods. The LSF shall offer
no industrial or commercial membership.
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ARTICLE VI T MEMBERSHIP

Section 1 T The organizational body of the LSF consists of:

a. Members who have earned such status by documented performance of specific soaring
accomplishments, and

b. Aspirants to membership who have made written declaration of their intent to associate
with the LSF and to actively pursue a defined program of soaring accomplishments.

Section 2 T The specific and only criteria for membership are:

a. Declaration of intent to associate with the LSF,

b. Current membership in appropriate, National FAI representative organization for model
aircraft,

C . Current appropriate National radi o op
aircraft, (No longer required in Australia), and

d. Attainment of Level | in the LSF Soaring Accomplishments Program

Section 3 T Declaration of intent to associate with the LSF may be made by submitting the
following in writing to the Executive Board:
a. Name
b. Mailing address,
. FAI organization affiliate and license or membership number,

. a statement similar to the following:

At the end of this time, the individual will be so notified,

dropped from the Roll, and all work toward attainment of Level | during the preceding two

year period will be nullified, Resubmission of a Declaration of Intent will be accepted by

the Executive Board.

Section 5 T Membership can be attained only by Aspirants who submit, to the Executive
Board, proper documentation of their fulfilment of all performance requirements necessary
for Level | of the LSF Soaring Accomplishments Program. Upon acceptance of the
submittedc | ai m, the Executive will tr aAspwdnteRoll ta
the next consecutive number on the Membership Roll, and so notify the new member.

Section 6 T Members are privileged to identify such status by display of the LSF Name,
Official emblem or Insignia, Symbols and other paraphernalia, as well as earned badges
and awards from the Soaring Accomplishments Program. Members are entitled to
participate in all organizational activities, subject to such regulations as may be imposed
by these Bylaws, are privileged to vote in election of officers and on matters of business as
set forth herein, may seek and hold office, and serve on committees.

Only Active members will receive the LSF mailings, call for nominations and election
ballots. An active Member will be defined as one who meets at least one of the criteria
listed below:

a. A member who has achieved Level IV or above,

b. A member who has voted in the previous election,

c. A member who has achieved Level | or has achieved a new Level within2 the previous
two years.

d. Any member who notifies the LSF during the odd-numbered years prior to September 1,
they (he/she) wishes to remain an Active member.

Section 7 1 Aspirants may not display any LSF insignia, but my participate in all
organizational activities, subject to such rules and regulations as maybe imposed by these
Bylaws, except that they may not vote or hold office.

ARTICLE VII i NATIONAL CHAPTERS
Section 1 i1 A single National Chapter of THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT may be
established by any nation, and with an LSF population of fifteen (15) or more.

Section 2 T A National Chapter will represent the total national member population in all
matters. A National Chairman will be elected by each National Chapter to serve on the
LSF Executive Board.

Section 3 T National Chapters will establish and effect a national policy, maintain liaison
with clubs and other organizations, initiate and support national awards and competitive
activities, promote the general activity of R/C soaring, specifically the LSF Soaring
Accomplishments Program, and otherwise conduct all national business as necessary to
foster and protect the interests and welfare of the LSF Members and Aspirants in R/C
soaring.

Section 4 i National Chapters will be the focal point for internal LSF activities including
receipt of Declarations of Intent and administration of the Soaring Accomplishments
Program.

Section 5 T Membership in the National Chapter will be only by membership in the LSF
and can be attained only by Aspirants who submit the proper documentation of their
fulfilment of all performance requirements necessary for Level | of the LSF Soaring
Accomplishments Program. Upon acceptance of the submitted claim, The National
Chapter will forward the claimtothe LSFExecuti ve Board where
be transferred from the Aspirant Roll to the next consecutive number of the Membership
Roll. The Executive Board will so notify the National Chapter and the new member.

Section 6. T Each calendar quarter, a quarterly report will be submitted to the LSF
Executive Board summarizing the Declaration of Intent received and Soaring
Accomplishments Program activity during the report period. The name, address and other
pertinent data of each concerned Member or Aspirant will be included. Quarterly reports
will be submitted so as to reach the LSF Executive Board within fifteen (15) days after the
end of the report period. Other special reports will be submitted as requested by the LSF
Executive Board.

Section 7 T The LSF member population of any nation may petition the LSF Executive
Board for recognition as a National Chapter. The petition must include the name, address,
LSF Member Number and signature of at least fifteen (15) Members, a copy of the Bylaws
proposed for the Chapter, and identification of the Chairman pro tem.




Section 8 i The Executive Board will review the petition, based on the requirements and
guidelines set forth in these Bylaws, and advise the Chairman pro tem of the petitioning
body of its decision within sixty (60) days after receipt of the document.

Section 9 T Executive Board approval of a petition for recognition as a National Chapter
will authorize the petitioning body to conduct the business necessary to initiate, form and
create a democratic national organization acceptable to a majority of the total national
member population, and which is consistent and compatible with the purposes, and the
policies of THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT.

Section 10 T The Bylaws of each National Chapter will include wording to provide that:

a. The organization is affiliated with THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT, as a Chapter, and
membership status in the Chapter shall be as in the parent body, and

b. The Chapter shall levy no membership dues or fees and shall impose no obligations or
limitations of or for membership other than as specified in the Bylaws of the parent body.

Section 11 i National Chapter Bylaws will be filed with the Executive within thirty (30)
days after ratification. Subsequent changes, amendments, additions and all other
modifications to National Bylaws will be filed on a similar schedule.

Section 12 T National Officers will be identified to the Executive Board within thirty (30)
days after election or appointment.

Section 13 T The full and formal name of a National Chapter will THE LEAGUE OF
SILENT FLIGHT of (Name of Country), such as:

THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT OF USA

THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT OF AUSTRALIA

THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT OF SWEDEN

ARTICLE VIII - OFFICERS

Section 1 T The Executive Officers of THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT, are the
President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer. The Executive Officers and the
National Chairman constitute the Executive Board.

Section 2 T The Executive Officers are elected, by written ballot in December of each odd
numbered year by individuals on the LSF Membership Roll as of the immediately
preceding 15 October. Each officer serves for a two (2) year term commencing 1 January
following the election and ending 31 December of the next odd numbered year or until his
successor is elected. No officer will be eligible to more than two (2) consecutive terms in
the same office.

Section 3 T A vacancy in the office of the Vice President, Secretary or Treasurer will be
filled for the unexpired term by direct appointment by the President. Vacancy of the
Presidency will be filled by the Vice President who will then, as President, appoint a Vice
President.

Section 4 i The PRESIDENT is the chief executive officer, the official representative and
spokesman for the LSF. Under the direction of the Executive Board, the President is
responsible for the general management of the LSF. The President has the authority to
establish and dissolve Special Committees and to appoint and remove Special Committee
Chairmen and Members. With the approval of the Executive Board, the President may




appoint and remove Chairmen and Members of Standing Committees. The President, ex-
officio, is a Member of all Special and Standing Committees. The President has the
authority to make final and binding decisions relative to disputes and protests. The
President may appoint an Executive assistant, one or more Press Secretaries, and other
special aides as desired, including a Special Post Box Monitor to forward mail collected at
the LSF permanent address.

Section 5 T The VICE PRESIDENT performs the duties of the President, in case of
disability of the President, and such other duties in connection with the LSF as may be
undertaken at the suggestion of the President. The Vice President, ex-officio, is a member
of all Special and Standing Committees.

Section 6 i The SECRETARY, under the direction of the President and the Executive
Board, keeps all LSF administrative books, records, and the Membership and Aspirant
Rolls. The Secretary is responsible for regular and special reports to the Executive Board
Members and National Chapters; and such other duties as may be undertaken at the
direction of the President.

Section 7 i The TREASURER receives and disburses all funds of the LSF under direction
of the President and the Executive Board. The Treasurer is responsible for Quarterly and
Annual Financial Report to the Executive Board and such other duties as may be
undertaken at the suggestion of the President.

Section 8 T The NATIONAL CHAIRMAN of each National Chapter, as a member of the
LSF Executive Board, will coordinate all matters of LSF policy, rules and administration

with his National Chapter and advise the Executive Board of the soaring activities and
interests in his country. The National Chairman will represent his national membership in
all matters of business consistent with these Bylaws and will be the official channel of
communication between the LSF Executive Board and his National Chapter.

Section 9 T There will be such agents as the interests of the LSF may require and as the
Executive Board may establish. Their powers, duties and responsibilities will be set by the
Executive Board.

Section 10 7 An Executive Officer may resign by submitting written notice to the Executive
Board. Resignations will be effective as of the date of submittal.

ARTICLE IX i EXECUTIVE BOARD

Section 1 1T The EXECUTIVE BOARD, consisting of the Executive Officers and the
National Chairman, may exercise any and all powers in the management of the business
and affairs of the LSF, except that the Executive Board does not have the right to exercise
any powers which can be exercised only by a vote of the entire membership. Action of a
majority of the Board members is valid as corporate act.

Section 2 T The Executive Board will cause to be kept a complete record of all its acts and
will present Quarterly Reports to National Chapters and Annual Reports to LSF Members
and National Chapters showing in detail the condition of the affairs of the LSF and
summarizing the activities and business for the report period.

Section 4 i The Executive Board will issue such newsletters, bulletins, special reports or
other communiqués as may be necessary with distribution as appropriate.




ARTICLE X 7 BOOKS & ACCOUNTS
Section 1 i The fiscal year of the LSF will begin as of January 1% on each calendar year.

Section 2 T Annually, within fifteen (15) days after the end of the fiscal year, the books
and accounts will be audited by a special auditing committee of two, appointed by the
President, with the advice and consent of the Executive Board. The Executive Board, by a
majority vote, may cause an independent audit to be made at any time when in their
judgment it is deemed advisable.

ARTICLE XI T SUSPENSION & EXPULSION
Section 1 T Any Member or Aspirant of the LSF whose activities are deemed inimical to
the best interests of the LSF, is subject to suspension, expulsion or removal from office.

Section 2 T Charges believed to warrant disciplinary action will be submitted to the
President. If the President and Executive Board concur with the severity of the charges,
the President will relay such charges to the accused. The accused may:

(a) answer the allegation and request that both the charges and defence be submitted to
the members;

(b) make no response and thereby automatically tender his resignation; or

(c) formally submit his resignation.

| f a response to the Presidentds request
within thirty (30) days after the date of request, it will be assumed that the accused plans
no reply.

Section 3 T The President, with the concurrence of the Executive Board, may dismiss the
statement of charges and defence to the Members with a specific recommendation for
disciplinary action.  Authority for such recommendation requires a two-thirds (2/3)
affirmative majority of all votes received by the Executive Board.

Section 4 i Charges made against the President will be directed to and processed by the
Vice President. Executive Officers accused of acts warranting disciplinary action will not
sit on the Executive Board during discussion or processing of such action.

Section 5 T A National Chapter which is deemed inimical to the best interests of the LSF,
or so modifies its national bylaws as to refute or nullify the bylaws previously accepted by
the LSF is subject to suspension or expulsion. Any such charges will be processed as if
for an individual Member or Aspirant except that the Member population of the accused
National Chapter may not vote on disciplinary action. Disciplinary action against a
National Chapter will not be considered an act against the National Member population or
any individual Member or Aspirant.

ARTICLE XII i AMENDMENTS

Section 1 1 These Bylaws, and any supplements or attachments, may be altered,
amended, deleted or replaced by the affirmative vote of two-thirds (2/3) of the Executive
Board and subsequent concurrence of a simple majority of the votes cast by Members.

Section 2 1 Proposed amendments may be submitted to the Members no more than one
(1) time in any calendar quarter and no more than two (2) times in any calendar year.




ARTICLE XllIl i COMMITTEES

Section 1 T There will be Standing Committees, established by the Executive Board,
which will function to advise the Executive Board and guide or administer specific activities
of interest to the LSF. Each Standing Committee will function in accordance with a
platform approved by the Executive Board and filed with the Secretary. Standing
Committees will be staffed by Members appointed by the President with the approval of
the Executive Board.

Section 2 T Special Committees may be established and dissolved by the President.
Special Committees will be staffed by Members or Aspirants appointed by the President.
The platform of Special Committees will be specified by the President and filed with the
Secretary.

Section 3 T Members of Standing Committees will submit their resignation to any in-
coming President. All Special Committees will be dissolved on 31 December of each odd
numbered year.

ARTICLE XIV i ELECTIONS

Section 1 1 A five (5) member Election Board will be selected by the Executive Board on
or before 1 August of each odd year. Members of the Executive Board are ineligible for
appointment to the Election Board. The Election Board will be responsible for selecting
candidates, issuing ballots and conducting the election of Executive Officers. The Election
Board will adjourn at such time as Executive Officers have been elected and a report has
been submitted to the Members.

Section 2 T the Election Board will call for nominations for Executive Officers by 15
August of each odd numbered year. Any LSF Member can nominate one (1) Member for
each office. Nominations must reach the Election Board by 15 September for
consideration.

Section 3 T The Election Board will select the two (2) nominees who receive the greatest
number of nominations for a given office as candidates for the office, subject to the
acceptance of candidacy by the nominee. A nominee who receives the necessary
nominations to be eligible for candidacy for more than one office will be offered candidacy
for the highest office. If the nominee declines candidacy for the highest office, candidacy
for the next highest office will be offered etc. The order of preference shall be President,
Vic President, Secretary and Treasurer.

Section 4 1 The Election Board will issue ballots to all LSF Members by 15 October.
Ballots will include space for one (1) write-in candidate for each office.

Section 5 T Members will vote by identifying their candidate preferences on the official
ballot and returning it to the Election Board. To be accepted, a ballot must be submitted in

a sealed envelope which is clearly mar kg

December.

Section 6 T Candidates who receive the greatest number of the votes cast for each
contested office will be awarded the position. In the case of a tied vote, where the leading
candidates for a given office each receive an equal number of votes for that office, the
position will be awarded by the Election Board.




Section 7 1 The Election Board will certify and count the ballots received, and notify the
candidates by 31 December. The Board will issue a report of election results to the
Members no later than 15 January. In the case of tied votes, candidates will be notified by
15 January and a report of election results submitted by 1 February.

ARTICLE XV i DISSOLUTION
Section 1 i THE LEAGUE OF SILENT FLIGHT may be dissolved by affirmative vote of
two-thirds (2/3) of the members.

Section 2 T Funds received from the sale of all LSF assets at the time of dissolution shall,
after all obligations of the LSF have been paid, be given to a worthy organization with
similar purpose.

ARTICLE XVI T SOARING ACCOMPLISHMENTS PROGRAM

The LSF SOARING ACCOMPLISHMENTS PROGRAM is a supplement to these Bylaws
and is included herein by reference.

Dear Dan,

To begin with, thank you very much for the kind words in the latest LSF mailing. Even
though the beginnings of the League are now ancient history, it's nice to read that someone
remembers it and remembers it kindly. For theoard, there were four persons who founded the
League and had a lot to do with getting it started. The fourth person was Duane Hyer. Duane was
the man who designed the néamous LSF logo. | do not know if he ever went on to achieve his
Level | membershibut | do know that without him the League would have a different "face" today.

You know, back when the League was starting out, very few R/C pilots could be persuaded
to try sailplane work. Few people could see the challenge to working a thermgahgrdff of
cliffs. But there were a few of us who were really hooked on this sport and it was theoreard
nucleus what wouldn't givep preaching the sailplane gospel to anyone who would listen or watch
our planes fly. As you know this changed grdigua the point where we had enough pilots to
form a small club and hold a contest or two. Still the LSF existed separately from these activities
and it too was gradually growing. As Secretary, | was beginning to hear from grassroots locations
all overthe country. The whole thing was beginning to snowball as more and more people in the
modelling community, the modelling press and manufacturers began to see the potential of this
sport. Articles on soaring and the LSF became numerous and more andfroorenitial "press
releases" were being printed. All through these times, up to the present, political pressure of one
kind or another was being exerted on the League to affiliate one way or another, to endorse, to
back, to change the format, etc. 0.i1s' credit, the League resisted these pressures and changed
and modifiedbnly of its' own volition- never changing the basic principles of its' founding: That
the League was equally behind the individual pilot as well as the group.

In the five plus gars of its' existence there has never baarmy opinion any need to
change the basic Level Work requirements of the LSF. The basic beginnings of the League were
drawn up around the idea that anyone who attained a Level V flight proficiency was@bma
super pilot- skill-wise, equipmentise and psychologically. Also, that a Level V pilot would take
years to develop if the program format remained unchanged. This initial premise has remained
true right up to this day.

A fella would have tbe a blind idiot not to see the prestige, paeknowledgement and
tremendous seHBatisfaction attached to earning his Level V, let alone being the first one to do it!!
But whoever that pilot is and wherever he comes from, he would always remembés ginaat
personal achievement was based on the thousands of small achievements that members and
aspirants of the League have been performing for years out of the same basic LSF format. Any
move to change this format and/or its' level work requirementddiae cheating all of us who
worked so hard to get to our various levels of achievement. If a "big name" sailplane pilot earned
his Level V first, it would be great. If a "nobody" earned his Level V first, it would be equally as
great in the eyes of theeague and the modelling community. However, if either of these pilots
earned their Level V's because the format was altered to facilitate an "easier" Level V requirement
sequence, then in my opinion, we all got the shadtitically and literally.

You and | don't know each other and we've not met and the likelihood is that we will not
meet. But you and | have something very much in common and that is the LSF and its' integrity and
validity. When it was my turn to protect it from pressures of chandepolitics, | did my best to
see that it was (1) believed in, and (2) defended because of that belief. | fully expect you to do the
same thing and | would suspect that I'm not alone.

Section 17 INTRODUCTION

The LSF Soaring Accomplishments Program consists of sequential
performance tests or "Levels," as they shall be referred to hereafter, for flying
radio controlled (R/C) model sailplanes which meet current FAI
specifications.

Section 2 - LEVEL | (PRIMARY)

The performance tasks pursuant to Level | are presented in the Soaring
Accomplishments Program Requirements Summary, Section 12. Upon
completion and documentation of the Level | tasks, the Aspirant must submit
the performance documentation voucher to the LSF Executive Board for
membership enrolment. After acceptance of the voucher, the LSF Executive
Board will award the Member his LSF number and remit a Level II
performance documentation voucher. The Member may then display a Red
| centred immediately below a Soaring Accomplishments Program insignia,
and his LSF number.

Section 3 - LEVELS Il THROUGH IV (INTERMEDIATE)

As in the previous Level, the vouchers are submitted, accepted and a
voucher for the next Level is returned. As earned. the Red Il will be
displayed to the immediate left of the Soaring Accomplishments Program
insignia, the Il to the right, and the IV centred immediately above the
insignia.

Section 4 - LEVEL V (ADVANCED)

Level V is formulated to recognize advanced knowledge, skill and
determination in R/C model soaring. Skill in slope soaring is mandatory, as
Level V is intended to delineate extensive experience in all facets of R/C
model soaring. The earned silver V will be displayed immediately above the
Red IV.

Section 57 WITNESSES

Verification of each task of each Level requires the signature of qualified
witnesses. The approved witnesses for non-competitive requirements shall
be:

(a) Level I: One witness, over 21 years of age, who is not related to the pilot,
or one witness, holding Level | status or higher, who is not related to the
pilot.

(b) Level 1l: Same as for Level I.

(c) Level Ill: Two witnesses, as in Level I.

(d) Level IV: Same as for Level IlI.

(e) Level V: Two witnesses, each holding Level Il status or higher, who are
not related to the pilot. The approved witness for competitive requirements
shall be either the Contest Director or Official Scorer.

Section 6 1 PROCEDURES

The tasks required at all Levels must be performed with the following
restrictions: (a) all work done at Level | must commence after the voucher is
received: (b) requirements for the subsequent Levels may be achieved any
time after the previous Level form has been postmarked. However, these
said requirements will be nullified if the postmarked form sent is returned due
to errors or incompleteness: (c) a single performance may be used for only
one Level.

Section 7 - THERMAL DURATION FLIGHT

A thermal duration flight commences at the time of release from the end of a
towline. The distance from the extreme end of towline, at the winch, hi-start
hold-down, towman, vehicle, or towline return device to the attach point at
the model shall be no more than 300 meters (984.3 feet). Tow men and
vehicles shall be limited to a maximum of sixty (60) seconds from launch to
towline release. Towing by means of aircraft or other airborne devices is
expressly forbidden. The flight shall be deemed a thermal duration flight if, in
the opinion of the pilot and witnesses, the lift being used to remain aloft is
primarily attributable to thermal activity. Termination must be with a landing
within 200 meters (656.2 feet) of the launch point, which is the point at which
the model first becomes airborne.

Section 8 - SLOPE DURATION FLIGHT
A slope duration flight commences with either a simple hand-launch or a
launch from the end of a towline, as defined in Section 7.

The flight shall be deemed a slope duration flight if, in the opinion of the pilot and
witnesses, the lift being used to remain aloft is primarily attributable to wave-action or
winds blowing upslope on a ridge, hill, cliff, wall, etc. Termination must be with a
landing within 200 meters (656.2 feet) of the launch point.

Section 9 - PRECISION SPOT LANDING

A precision spot landing is accomplished by landing the sailplane so that the extreme
forward tip of the nose or forward most point of the longitudinal centreline, at rest, is
within the required distance from the centre of a designated spot on the ground. All
precision spot landing flights must commence with a launch meeting the specifications
for towline lengths and methods outlined in Section 7, except that the towline shall be
not less than 75 meters (246.1 feet) in length. The landing shall be voided if the
model jettisons or loses parts, comes to rest in an inverted position, or touches any
person or object while landing. However, contact with a spot-marker which does not
noticeably impede the flight or landing of the model is permissible.

Section 10 - GOAL AND RETURN FLIGHT

A goal and return flight is a thermal duration flight which commences with a launch as
specified in Section 7. After towline release, the sailplane must be flown over the
launch point and then to a pre-designated goal a minimum straight-line distance away,
as specified in the Soaring Accomplishments Program, Requirements Summary,
Section 12, and back to the launch point. Termination must be with a landing within
200 meters (656.2 feet) of the launch point.

Section 11 - COMPETITION

Competition requirements specified in the Soaring Accomplishments Program,
Requirements Summary, Section 12, may be fulfilled only in LSF recognised contests
which are defined to be those meeting the following specifications:

A - Size

All contestants must compete at the same location on the same date.
(1) Level Il - Five (5) or more participants

(2) Level Ill - Ten (10) or more participants

(3) Fifteen (15) or more participants

(4) Twenty (20) or more participants

B - Rounds
Three or more separate opportunities to score

C - Events

Fifty percent (50%) or more of the contest events must adhere to at least one of the
following guidelines:

(1) Thermal Event Guideline - Extended thermal duration, distance, or speed:
precision aerobatics, or altitude.

(2) Slope Events Guideline - Duration, distance, speed, precision aerobatics, or
altitude.

Two alternative methods of scoring may be used to meet competition requirements.
Either the Place System, where a place is recognized to be First (1st), Second (2nd),
or Third (3rd) in the final standings of a contest: or the Competition Points System,
where a minimum total of competition points from any six (6) contestants may be
used. Competition points are computed by first dividing the participant's score by the
winner's score and multiplying by 100; then, multiplying the resultant value by one (1)
plus the number of lower standing contestants. A minimum of six (6) contests must
be flown no matter which scoring method is used.

Example (a) Winner earns a score of 531.
(b) Participant earns a score of 312.
(c) Participant beats 5 other contestants.
(d) Participant's Competitions Points are:
312 - 531x100 x (1 +5) =352

D - FAI World Records

The establishing of a world record - recognized by the Federation Aeronautique
Internationale - shall constitute the requirements for a contest win. However, six
contests or records or a combination of six contests and records must be recorded on
all performance vouchers from Level Il through Level V. The 12,000 point
requirement must also be fulfilled for Level V.

The following article is taken from the Jan/F
magazine dedicated solely to R/C gliders and contains proposals by the newly formed LSF/USA in
aneffort to create a sound structure for Glider competitions.

A. THERMAL COMPETITION

Task |7 Duration i F A Provisional Rul es for Class fAAO

Concept: The object is to remain aloft for 10 minutes (or less as established by the Contest
Director), but no more than 11 minutes and land in a 25 meter (82 ft) diameter circle,
coming to rest with the nose of the model within the circle.

Task Il 7 Duration

Concept: To remain aloft after tow release for as long as possible or until a specified
maximum flight time is achieved, descend within three minutes after the
specified maximum time and land.

Task Il T Precision

Concept: The object of the Precision evasto fly for an exact and pr@etermined time
period of time which is clocked from the instant of towline release to the instant of
landing touchdown. When a Precision event incorporates a landing requirement, the
task demands the combination oégise flight time with precise flying accuracy.

A Proposed Soaring Achievement Program

For Electric -powered R/C Sailplanes 12/19/2013

Introduction

Over the past few years, modern technology has made the electric powered
sailplane more and more viable. The convenience and ability to operate from fields
smaller than those required for a histart or winch launch have contributed to many
new pilots being introduced to R/C soaring and revitalized that interest in others .

In recent years, the development and subsequent maturity of a device that limits
the altitude of the launch achieved by an electric powered sailplane has made
practical the advent of Alti  tude Limited Electric Soaring (ALES) competitions.

The leadership of the League of Silent Flight would like to integrate those
pilots who fly electric -powered sailplanes into the League of Silent Flight (LSF)
without modifying or disturbing the existi ng SAP. As the By Laws of the LSF do not
allow modifications to the existing LSF Soaring Achievement Program (SAP), we
are proposing a parallel SAP for ALES equipped sailplanes.

Adoption of this parallel SAP will require a vote of the LSF active
member ship to modify Article VI 6 MEMBERSHIP Section 2d to include completion
of Level | of the SAP or the parallel SAP as a requirement for LSF membership.
According to ARTICLE Xll- AMENDMENTS Section 1 of the LSF By Laws, this can
be accomplished with a si mple majority vote.

Considerations for a parallel SAP

Any parallel SAP should:

Be as challenging and as close as possible to the original LSF SAP which has,
over its lifetime, demonstrated the capability to help R/C soaring pilots hone their
soaring skills.

Be as easily managed as the current LSF SAP.
|l ntegrate rather than oOpigeonhol ed6 the
completing Level | of the parallel program will be bona fide members of the LSF.

There willbeone LSF with two parall el SAPOGs.

Final draft of ESAP Proposal -12/19/2013

Introduction

The Executive Board of the LSF is proposing the creation of a parallel
soaring accomplishment program for electric powered sailplanes. After the 60
day comment period, the final version is presented , along with required changes
to the LSF Bylaws. This p rogram will allow pilots of properly equipped electric
powered sailplanes to participate in their own soaring accomplishment program
and become full members of the League of Silent Flight. To accomplish this task,
certain bylaws of the League of Silent F  light will need to be amended. None of

el ect
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these bylaws are under the special bylaws pertaining to the existing soaring
accomplishment program and their amendment, if passed by a vote of the LSF
membership will not impact the existing soaring accomplishment program.

The LSF Executive Board is asking all LSF members to study the proposed
electric soaring accomplishment program and the amendments to the LSF bylaws
necessary to move forward with its creation and implementation then vote their
conscience on th e proposal. In deference to the holidays, shortly after January 1,
2014, active LSF members will receive, via email, a ballot upon which a vote for or
against the amendment of the bylaws can be cast . Ballots will be sent,
electronically to a committee t  hat will count the ballots and report the results to
the Executive Board as a majority of the LSF Board is for the amendments, only a
simple majority of the votes cast is needed to amend or not amend the bylaws .

The LSF Board extends its thanks to those  who participated in the
discussion concerning the proposal on the LSF Forum or made comments to Board
members over the past sixty days. Your inputs were a help in creating this
proposal.

The proposed parallel SAP

The proposed parallel SAP, hereafter  referred to as the ESAP, will use
exactly the same tasks ,contest requirements, and rules as the existing SAP. The
only change will be the following which replaces the 1 * paragraph of Section7 &
THERMAL DURATION FLIGHT .

The current version:

A thermal duration flight commences at the time of release from the end of a

towline.

The ESAP version:

All thermal duration tasks wi Il be attempted with an electric sailplane equipped

with an altitude limiting device set to a maximum launch height of 200 meters

(656.17 feet) and a maximum motor run time of 30 seconds. The flight commences

when the sailplane leaves the pilotorahelpe r 6s hand or when the sai
the ground if arise -off-ground take -off is used. A motor restart will void the flight

even if the task target is achieved.

LSF ESAP Proposal

The LSF Election Committee has processed and counted the ballots. Thanks to all who
took the time to study the proposal and vote. Out of 709 ballots sent out, 231 were
returned and the vote was 198 i yes and 33 i no. Therefore, the proposal passes by a
simple majority and the By Laws outlined in the proposal will be changed to allow the
creation of a completely separate ESAP.
